| have pleasure in submitting the report of the Public Inquiry into the outbreak of Clostridium difficile
in five hospitals of the Northern Health and Social Care Trust that took place in 2007/8.

| regret that the process of completion of the Inquiry’s work has taken longer than was at first
envisaged, but this was necessary to ensure that all those affected by the outbreak were given full
opportunity to describe their experiences, and also to comply with the legal requirements of the
Inquiries Act 2005, under which the Inquiry was established.
